The City Council of the City of Sachse held a regular meeting on Tuesday, January 20, 2026, at
6:30 PM at Sachse City Hall, 3815-B Sachse Road. Those present were: Mayor Jeff Bickerstaff,
Mayor Pro Tem Brett Franks, Councilmember Michelle Howarth, Councilmember Frank Millsap,
Councilmember Chance Lindsey, Councilmember Lindsay Buhler, Councilmember Matt
Prestenberg.

A. Meeting Opening

1. Call to Order: The City Council of the City of Sachse will hold a regular meeting on
Tuesday, January 20, 2026, at 6:30 PM to consider the following items of business:

Mayor Bickerstaff called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM.
2. Invocation and Pledges of Allegiance.

Mayor Pro Tem Franks offered the invocation and Councilmember Lindsey led the pledges.

Mayor Bickerstaff presented a proclamation to Finance Director David Baldwin and Assistant
Finance Director Jonah Nance to recognize the Finance Department's efforts to earn the
Certificate of Achievement for Excellence in Financial Reporting for FY 2023-2024.

Sachse resident, Matthew Holboke, addressed Council regarding language on the agenda,
audit timing, Bailey Road, 5th Street District, and the tax rate.

D. Council/Staff Reports and Updates

Councilmember Millsap announced upcoming Library events, including the Make and Mingle
on January 21, Teen Weekend on January 24, and Cook the Book on January 26.
Councilmember Lindsey announced the next Community Emergency Response Team (CERT)
training on Feb 28 & Mar 7. Participants learn basic training for disaster preparation and are
then eligible to be a CERT responder within Sachse. Councilmember Buhler noted that the
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Daddy Daughter Dance on February 20 is currently full but a waitlist is available, and families
are encouraged to join in case additional spots become available. Councilmember Prestenberg
introduced Berry, a one-and-a-half-year-old Great Dane/Pitbull mix, as the featured pet of the
Sachse Animal Shelter.

Ms. Nash welcomed new hires, Quinton Cofield as a Public Safety Telecommunicator, Bryce
Whitacre as a Water Maintenance Technician, Juguincian "Quincy" Pitts as a Wastewater
Maintenance Technician. She also congratulated Sergeant Brent Merryman for earning a
Master of Science degree in Criminal Justice. The City's Core Value of Excellence is reflected
in his dedication to expanding his knowledge and skills.

Mayor Bickerstaff announced that scholarship applications are now being accepted for the
2026 Sachse Scholarship. An outstanding Sachse resident and graduating high school senior
will be awarded $1,000 to be used during the 2026-2027 academic year at an accredited
institution beyond the high school level. Applications must be postmarked by March 25, 2026.
Questions may be directed to Logan Thatcher at [thatcher@cityofsachse.com. He noted that
the candidate filing period for the May 2 General Election is open until 5 PM on February 13.

The Mayor also encouraged people to sign up for emergency
alerts at local.nexle.com/city/tx/sachse to stay informed about severe weather, traffic
disruptions, and other urgent updates.

7. Authorize the City Manager to negotiate and enter into a contract with NO-DIGTEC for
pipe bursting improvements for the Industrial Drive Water Line Upgrades (W-26-04)
through The Interlocal Purchasing System (TIPS) program (Contract# 20110401) in the
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amount not to exceed Four Hundred Seven Thousand, Sixty-Four and No/100 Dollars
($407,064.00).

Councilmember Prestenberg made a motion to approve the Consent Agenda as presented.
Councilmember Buhler seconded the motion, and it carried 7 - 0. None voted against.

F. Action Items

1. Consider approving a resolution amending the Master Fee Schedule adopted by
Resolution R-2025-11 by amending public safety fees, municipal court fines/fees,
credit/debit card and transaction fees; and providing an effective date.

Finance Director David Baldwin explained the proposed changes to the Master Fee Schedule
to reflect recent actions by Council.

Sachse resident, Matthew Holboke, addressed Council asking if the fees will cover the City's
costs. Mr. Baldwin responded that the credit card transaction fees cover the associated costs.
Portal processing fees have a greater range depending on the card used by the patron and the
method used; therefore, staff cannot say definitively.

Councilmember Howarth made a motion to approve the item as presented. Councilmember
Prestenberg seconded the motion, and it carried 7 - 0. None voted against.

2. Consider approving the purchase of a new Pierce Fire Truck and associated equipment
from Siddons-Martin Apparatus in the amount not to exceed Two Million, Four Hundred
Seventy-Seven Thousand, Eight Hundred Fifty and No/100 Dollars ($2,477,850.00).

Chief Wade requested a new apparatus for the Fire Department that will more effectively
address the current and future needs in the city. Council asked clarifying questions and
discussed the details of the purchase.

Sachse resident, Matthew Holboke, addressed Council regarding funding for the apparatus.
Ms. Nash noted that the funds for the vehicle are available now in the Vehicle/Equipment
Replacement Fund (VERF).

Councilmember Prestenberg made a motion to approve the item as presented.
Councilmember Lindsey seconded the motion, and it carried 7 - 0. None voted against.

3. Consider approving the purchase of a new Horton Ambulance and equipment from
Professional Ambulance sales & service, DBA SERVS in the amount not to exceed Five
Hundred Eighty-Nine Thousand, Six Hundred and Eighty-Six and No/100 Dollars
($589,686.00).

Chief Wade presented a request for a new ambulance for the Fire Department to meet the
needs of the community.

Councilmember Lindsey made a motion to approve the item as presented. Mayor Pro Tem
Franks seconded the motion, and it carried 7 - 0. None voted against.

Approved budgets are estimated based on historical data, but the City of Sachse jointly contracts with Dallas and
Collin Counties to conduct elections. Both entities provide equipment, personnel, and training to help reduce the
cost of holding an election. Draft information will be provided until all locations and dates are confirmed. Cost
estimates are based on participating political entities and may change once all contracts are received. Election
information will be posted on the City website at www.cityofsachse.com/Elections.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF SACHSE, TEXAS, ORDERING A GENERAL
ELECTION TO BE HELD ON THE 2¥? DAY OF MAY 2026 IN THE CITY OF SACHSE
FOR THE PURPOSE OF ELECTING A COUNCILMEMBER PLACE 3 AND A
COUNCILMEMBER PLACE 4; DESIGNATING LOCATION OF POLLING PLACE;
ORDERING NOTICE OF ELECTION TO BE GIVEN AS PRESCRIBED BY LAW IN
CONNECTION WITH SUCH ELECTION; AUTHORIZING JOINT ELECTION
AGREEMENTS WITH DALLAS COUNTY AND COLLIN COUNTY; PROVIDING A
REPEALING CLAUSE; PROVIDING A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE; AND PROVIDING
FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY
OF SACHSE, TEXAS, THAT:

SECTION 1. A general election be held for City Officers (City Council) in the City of
Sachse, Texas, on the 2" day of May 2026 for the purpose of electing a Councilmember Place 3
and a Councilmember Place 4. Councilmember 3 and Councilmember 4 shall be elected for a term
of three (3) years. The candidate for each such office, receiving a majority of all votes cast for all
the candidates for an office, shall be elected to serve such term.

SECTION 2. Polling locations and hours.

a. Dallas County: The polling place for both Early Voting and Election Day for all Dallas County
legally qualified voters residing in the City of Sachse for said election shall be the Sachse City Hall
Courtroom, 3815-B Sachse Road, Sachse, Texas. The polling place locations shall be any Dallas
County county-wide vote center polling locations as will be set forth in an exhibit to the City’s
Elections Administration Contract with Dallas County and thereafter posted on the City’s website.
The City Secretary is hereby authorized to update this Ordinance by appending hereto an Exhibit
“A” to reflect said final locations designated by the Dallas County Elections Administrator, which
locations are hereby adopted and approved, and to thereafter publish any updates to said Exhibit
“A” on the City’s official website. Election polls shall open on Election Day at 7:00 AM and close
at 7:00 PM

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b. Collin County: The polling place for both Early Voting and Election Day for all Collin County
legally qualified voters residing in the City of Sachse shall be the Michael J. Felix Community
Center Room A&B, 3815-E Sachse Road, Sachse, Texas. The polling place locations and hours for
both Early Voting and Election Day shall be any vote center as designated by the Collin County
Elections Administrator, as will be set forth in an exhibit to the City’s Elections Administration
Contract with Collin County and thereafter posted on the City’s website. The City Secretary is
hereby authorized to update this Ordinance by appending hereto an Exhibit “B” to reflect said final
locations designated by the Collin County Elections Administrator, which locations are hereby
adopted and approved, and to thereafter publish any updates to said Exhibit “B” on the City’s
official website. Election polls shall open on Election Day at 7:00 AM and close at 7:00 PM

SECTION 3. None but legally qualified voters shall be entitled to vote at said election.
Legally qualified voters shall be those persons having a current voter registration and shall be
residents of the City of Sachse according to the Texas Election Code for said municipal election.

SECTION 4. Notice of the election shall be (1) posted on the bulletin board used to post
notice of the City Council meetings, and (2) published in a newspaper of general circulation in the
City. A return of such posting shall be documented by the City Secretary. Said notice to prescribe
early voting by mail, early voting places and hours of operation, and Election Day hours of

operation. Publication of said notice of the election shall be in accordance with the Texas Election
Code.

SECTION 5. The Mayor and City Secretary are authorized to execute an agreement for
an Election with the Dallas County Election Department, the Collin County Election Department,
and other entities that will provide for all election appointments, early voting by mail, the voting
location as Sachse City Hall Courtroom and Michael J. Felix Community Center Room A&B, and
hours of operation, payments for election officials, necessary election arrangements, and a runoff
election (if applicable).

SECTION 6. The City Secretary shall have the authority to approve any minor
modifications as may be necessary in the best interest of the City and within the regulations of the

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Texas Election Code. The early voting mail clerk for Dallas County is Paul Adams, Early Voting
Clerk, Dallas County Elections Department, 1520 Roundtable Drive, Dallas, Texas 75247, and the
early voting mail clerk for Collin County is: Kaleb Breaux, Early Voting Clerk, Collin County
Elections Department, 2010 Redbud Blvd, Suite 102, McKinney, Texas 75069.

SECTION 7. All provisions of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Sachse, Texas, in
conflict with the provisions of this ordinance be, and the same are hereby, repealed, and all other

provisions not in conflict with the provisions of this ordinance shall remain in full force and effect.

SECTION 8. The provisions of this ordinance are severable, so that the invalidity of one
or more provisions shall not affect the validity of those valid portions.

SECTION 9. This ordinance shall become and be effective immediately upon its adoption
and publication of the caption, as the law and City Charter in such cases provides.
